Oahu Grand Circle Island (full day)

120 Miles of Oahu's Most Famous Sights
This tour is ideal for first-time visitors, but regulars love it, too. On
your journey you will see “the best of the best” of Oahu. From the |
lush, green mountains to the clear blue waters, across the pineapple
fields, and beyond. The sights are accompanied by live narration
from friendly local tour guides, so you’ll get interesting cultural
and historical information along the way. You’ll go to the 1,186-
foot Pali Lookout, where King Kamehameha the Great fought his [0
last battle, for a view that will blow you away. World-famous North Shore surfing beaches are also on the
tour, along with breathtaking Waimea Bay where giant waves break right on the shore, leaving behind
their salty mist. You’ll also catch sight of Aloha Tower, which you may recall from the TV show “Hawaii
Five-O,” and the familiar profile of the 750-foot Diamond Head volcano that has become a symbol for
Hawaii throughout the years. This Oahu tour is grand indeed, and will not disappoint.

Stars & Stripes (full day)
Pearl Harbor tour of the USS Arizona and Battleship Missouri featuring a guided tour of the National Cemetery
Memorial of the Pacific at Punchbowl

This tour is moving in more ways than one. Explore and honor three
historic sites that shaped the outcome of World War Il in one
complete tour. From the moment you board the tour bus, you'll hear
interesting facts about WWII, and its devastating effects. You'll visit
legendary Pearl Harbor where U.S. involvement in the war in the
Pacific region both began and ended. Explore the shoreline exhibits
and Visitor Center as you await the short boat ride to the resting
place of the USS Arizona. You'll see a short documentary of the
Pearl Harbor attack before arriving at the memorial cradling the sunken battleship. Next is a guided tour
on the Battleship Missouri where Douglas MacArthur signed the treaty that ended WWII.
Later, honor the freedoms bestowed upon us by all those who bravely served our country since WWII at
the National Memorial Cemetery of the Pacific at Punchbowl. You'll be moved not only by the sweeping
view of downtown Honolulu at the Punchbowl lookout but also by the stories told by the veteran guides
of the American Legion as you walk through the memorial. Before heading back into Waikiki, you'll
drive through historic Honolulu to see the Hawaii State Capitol and Honolulu City Hall, lolani Palace
and King Kamehameha Statue, and Kawaiahao Church.

Polynesian Cultural Center (full afternoon and evening)
Today you'll design your own tour as you explore the island villages at your own pace. Be sure to take
some time to enjoy the IMAX Theater, take a canoe tour and/or Laie tram tour. For your dining enjoyment
you can choose from an assortment of options, from restaurants to snack bars and concessions stands.
The highlight of your visit is sure to be "Horizons" the largest Polynesian revue of song and dance in the
world featuring over 100 native performers from all corners of the Pacific. Dressed in traditional native
costume, these Polynesians share their history, traditions and spirit through song and dance the same way
their ancestors did.

Germaine’s Luau (evening)

entertainment is completely Polynesian with dances and bora bora
drum beats that will take you on a virtual tour of Tahiti, Samoa,
Fiji, New Zealand and Hawaii.
